Prior reports indicated a 3.6 compaction ratio.  However, the recent report completed by Golder confirms a 2.3 compaction effort ratio.

Sandy recently had 2,000 pounds of perennial rye delivered so the east slope could be seeded prior to Winter.  Doug Baker, Sr. brought in a tractor and seeded it for us and Ken Cordes was instrumental in loaning needed equipment.
